GENERAL INFORMATION

Under certain circumstances, it may become necessary for the University to change the University Calendar and to postpone, advance, lengthen,
shorten, or eliminate periods of instruction. Examples of circumstances which might require such changes are energy shortage, contagious disease,
employee strikes, state or national emergency, civil unrest, natural disaster, or other matters which are beyond University control. In the event of a
calendar change, the necessary and appropriate changes would be made in the detailed functions and services of the University to adjust to the

alterations.

Every effort has been made to include in this publication information which, at the time of preparation for printing, is accurate. However, the
contents of this publication are not to be regarded as an irrevocable contract between student and CMU. The University reserves the right to change
at any time and without prior notice any provision or requirement including, but not limited to, dates, deadlines, course offerings, instructors, and

time and place of class meetings.

Academic Load: No undergraduate student will be permitted to enroll
in more than 21 credits per semester. Exceptions may be granted with
approval by the dean or his/her designee of the college overseeing any
of the majors or minors that have been authorized for the student.
Students without a signed major/minor or intent to major should not
pursue this exception. Questions regarding this policy should be
directed to the Registrar's Office, Warriner 212, or the Student Service
Court, UC 119. The typical academic load of a student at Central
Michigan University is given below:

Fall Semester 14-18 12-15
Spring Semester 14-18 12-15
Summer (Each Session) 5-7 5-7

In order to graduate within four years on a curriculum which requires a
minimum of 124 hours of credit, an undergraduate student must average
at least 31 hours of credit each year. Some curricula have minimums
above 124 hours.

Admission Procedures: Students not previously admitted to CMU
may apply by the following procedure:

Undergraduate students must contact the Admissions Office, Warriner
102, in person or by calling (888) 292-5366 or (989) 774-3076.

Graduate students must contact the College of Graduate Studies, Foust
100, in person or by calling (989) 774-GRAD (4723).

Auditing a Class: To register for auditing a class, students must obtain
an "Approval to Audit" card from the Chairperson of the Department
prior to Registration. The card must be submitted after the student is
enrolled in the course but before Friday of the third week of classes (for
a full-term course).

Career Services and Resource Center: Students should contact the
Career Services and Resource Center, UC 215 - (989) 774-3068, to find
out what services are available.

Campus ID Card: All students are required to secure this universal
picture ID card. Students should go to the Campus ID Office, UC 205
- (989) 774-3484, to apply for their card.

Counseling Center: The Counseling Center, Foust 102, assists
students with social, emotional, academic and career concerns. Call
(989) 774-3381 for an appointment or just stop in.

Credit/No Credit: Students interested in taking a course on a
Credit/No Credit basis may secure Credit/No Credit Request Cards
in the Registrar's Office, Warriner 212, or at the Student Service
Court, UC 119. Courses that are available on a Credit/No Credit
basis are identified in the Class Schedule in the Course Notes. A
course may not be repeated on a Credit/No Credit basis. A
minimum grade of C must be earned to receive Credit.

Students taking a course on a Credit/No Credit basis or electing to
change back to regular grading basis must complete the card and
return it to the Registrar's Office according to the following
schedule:
